at the September Hunter Jumper Show.

As such, we are going to replace the
two $500.00 Gamblers Choice with
$500.00 Derbies. These Derbies will be
held on Saturday afternoon starting at
approximately at 3:00 pm after the
Hunter and Jumper Rings have finished.

The Derbies will be a combination of
solid and colored fences over a variety
of terrain. The courses will be
approximately 1,000 meters long and
the heights are .85 meters and 1.00
meters

The classes will be as follows:

Class 151 $500 MREC Derby-0.85M (2’9”) -
Entry Fee: $50.00

Open to any horse/rider combination that
has competed in at least two jumper
classes at this Horse Show where the
fence heights have not exceeded 0.90m
(3’0”). No cross entry with class 152. FEl
Article 277 Derby Fences 0.85m (2°9”). At
least eight entries required to hold this
class.

Class 152 $500 MREC Derby- 1.00M (3’33”)
- Entry Fee: $50.00

Open to any horse/rider combination that
has competed in at least two jumper
classes at this Horse Show where the
fence heights have been 0.90m (3°0”) or
over. No cross entry with class 151. FEI
Article 277 Derby

Fences 1.00m (3’3”). At least eight entries
required to hold this class.

Building Riding Rings Medal

The Building Riding Rings finals will be held
at the September Hunter Jumper show.
This is a Junior Amateur .90m jumper
medal, that is open to all junior and
amateur riders who have not entered into
any hunter, equitation, or jumper class
over 1.00m (3’3”) at the current horse
show.
